This festival began in
1968 as a celebration to
dedicate a new park and
Village Hall.

Spassfest which means
“fun fest” is celebrating
its 42nd year of bringing joy and fun to the citizens of
Germantown and all of the surrounding areas. It has
now become one of the best loved and longest-lasting
festivals in Southern lllinois.

Settlements were first established here in 1814 in an
area to the east of what would become Germantown,
Illinois. During the 1830s, German settlers began to
migrate to this area and the Village of Germantown
was officially established in 1874.

These German settlers brought with them all of their
ties to good music and food. The Gesangverein,
similar to barber shop quartets, choir groups and a
variety of bands that included accordion music,

platform dancers,
and the polka were a
big part of their
musical heritage.

This old world
tradition of good
times and good
music blend

all of this wonderful German heritage together.

Enjoy
three days of wonderful German heritage - costumes,
food, dancing, laughter and most of all
“Gemiiltlichkeit”.
